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Purpose:  To generate public confidence and inclusive processes to support the activity of SC-CHAP.

Policy:  SC-CHAP,  as a steward of public funds to prevent homelessness and serve persons who are homeless establishes, through this policy, a core value of transparency and public accountability.  We will require members who are supported in their application for grant funds to meet these requirements.

Procedures:
1. SC-CHAP member application shall clearly identify the applicant organization, with its 501(c)3 identification, governing board chairperson and a disclosure of the agency’s mission, affiliations and major funding sources.

2. SC-CHAP grant applicants and sponsor agencies, both new and renewal, shall make available a copy of their most recent financial audit, any Annual Progress Report (APR) and any HUD or MSHDA grant monitoring reports for the review of the grant ranking committee and these documents will be kept in the application file by the Coordinator.  

3. Any public inquires for these documents will be directed back to the generating agency who is encouraged by SC-CHAP to respond to the requestor.

4. SC-CHAP will make available, upon request for the cost of copying, any document generated by SC-CHAP including but not limited to minutes of meetings, reports, and grant ranking summaries.
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
