Purpose:  SC-CHAP member programs receiving funding through the Collaborative Application (HUD or MSHDA) understand the “Stages of Change” and “Motivational Interviewing” as interventions for working with persons who engage in self-defeating/self-destructive behaviors, and agency policies do not require immediate displacement of persons from their housing due to these behaviors, but instead encourage incremental progressive change.  
Policy:  SC-CHAP will promote grants and programs which stabilize housing while creating flexible support services which allow participants to achieve maximum tenure at the address of their choice.  SC-CHAP will provide guidance to program and policy design such that policies and protocols neither creates a barrier to nor precipitates the loss of security of housing for persons housed through grants promoted by SC-CHAP.
Procedures:  SC-CHAP member programs demonstrate understanding of the principle of Stages of Changes through not evicting participants for non-compliance with housing rules related to self defeating/self destructive behaviors.  They support recovery rather than mandating abstinence.  Housing is not conditional on abstinence or program compliance.
