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Purpose:  To guide the Grants, Planning and Housing Coordination Committee and Board on how to evaluate the decision to support or deny the request of a project for renewal.  
Policy: Due to limited funding from both MSHDA and HUD, it shall be the policy of SC-CHAP to support only those grant requests that are consistent with SC-CHAP priorities and the Ten Year Plan to End Homelessness, are in good standing with their funders and SC-CHAP, and have the proven capacity to continue to administer grants consistent with HUD and MSHDA standards.
Procedures:  
In the event that an agency has been sanctioned by their funder (HUD OR MSHDA) for not having the capacity to administer the grant, improper expenditure of funds, recaptured funds (without a reasonable explanation as determined by and at the discretion of the Board) or for any other reason as determined by the funder, SC-CHAP will withdraw its support for funding and reallocate those dollars to an approved program during the annual funding competitions.
If an agency shows consistently poor outcomes in meeting HUD’s national goals or key performance indicators as set forth in the Continuous Quality Improvement plan which negatively impacts the CoC’s overall scoring, SC-CHAP Board may, on the recommendation of the Grants, Planning and Housing Coordination Committee and the CQI Committee, elect to suspend its support of renewal funding until such time as the agency can show improvement.  
If the agency receives an unfavorable monitoring report from either HUD or MSHDA, it will be at the discretion of the Board whether or not to continue supporting renewal funding for the agency.
If the program no longer meets the needs of the community and is not consistent with SC-CHAP, HUD or MSHDA priorities, the Board may, on the recommendation of the Grants, Planning and Housing Coordination Committee, elect to suspend its support of renewal funding and reallocate those dollars during the annual funding competitions.
